VSA TITLE 6, CHAPTER 151, SECTION 2724(B) - (b) Any commercial enterprise which installs or repairs milking or dairy processing equipment shall register with the secretary. The company shall apply for registration on a form made available by the agency. The registration shall be valid for three years. Before registering a company, the secretary shall determine that the company is qualified to perform the installation or repair service. The registration form shall be accompanied by a fee of $100.00. The secretary may suspend or revoke registration for cause after giving the installer the opportunity to be heard.  Registration shall terminate on December 31 of each year. Electricians or plumbers licensed pursuant to Title 26 doing only electrical or plumbing work within a farm or plant shall be exempt from this registration provided any work directly related to the processing of dairy products or milking of animals is performed under the supervision of a person that is registered. Any company that fails to renew by December 31 shall pay a $25.00 late fee, and the registration shall lapse if it is more than 30 days late.
