Are In Good Standing You May Be Subject To Prosecution. 

 
By law (15 V.S.A. Section 795), the State may not renew a license for trade or business unless the licensee first certifies that he or she 

is in good standing with any order to pay child support. 

 
By law (32 V.S.A. Sec. 3113), the State may not renew a license for business or trade unless the licensee certifies, under the pains and 

penalties of perjury, that he/she is in good standing with the Department of Taxes. The maximum penalties for perjury are fifteen (15) 

years in prison, a $10,000 fine or both. 

Good standing means: - that no taxes are due; 

- the liability is on appeal; 

- the licensee is complying with a State authorized payment plan; or 

- the immediate payment would cause unreasonable hardship. (If you are claiming hardship, 

please contact the licensing agency for further information.)
